But in the nearest future in view of the fact that | feel unwell (dizziness, the brain
is very weak), cannot tolerate the vibration of the motor in the plane. Need a rest for
a short time, after which can fly by plane. [I] will tell about the place of the
aerodrome and port after finding out.
