3ut
the Cniang Kai-shek clique is still illegally represented
in the Asian Games Federation by usurping the seat of China.
Tnis is a situation the Chinese people can never accept.

The £11-China 3ports Federation dcmends that the
Asizn Games rederatiorn, actirg in accordance with Article Six
of its Constitution, which states that only one nztional
snorts orzanizztion from one Asian country can be admitted,
immiediately annul the illegally appropriated membership
of the Chizcng Kai-shek clique.

Under thisz condition, the Al11-China 3Jports Federation
hereby applies for membership in the Asian Games rFfederation,
it will adhere to the Conatitution of the Federation and
fulfill its obligations as a member.
