RECORD OF A CONVERSATION

WITH RAUL CASTRO, MINISTER OF THE ARMED FORCES
26 August 1960

| visited Raul Castro this evening.

In accordance with instructions | had, | passed him a warm fraternal greeting from N.
S. Khrushchev and a small gift. Raul Castro was quite touched by this attention and in
turn asked [me] to send his cordial greetings and gratitude for the attention to N. S.
Khrushchev.

In conversation | told Raul Castro that the Soviet people feel a genuine friendship and
deep sympathy for the Cuban people. | stressed, in the Soviet Union they admire the
selfless struggle of the Cuban people to strengthen the independence of their country
and well understand the difficulties with which the revolutionary government of Cuba
has to contend. However, | said, in the Soviet Union they are confident that the Cuban
people will successfully overcome these difficulties and build a new, bright future. |
further noted that the Cuban people can be confident that the countries are using
everything to give appropriate aid and help to the Cuban people in its struggle to
strengthen the independence of their country.

Raul Castro said in reply that the revolutionary government of Cuba and the Cuban
people as a whole will never forget the statement of N. S. Khrushchev in which he
warned the American imperialists against encroachments on the independence of
Cuba and thereby averted the open US military intervention which they were
strenuously preparing. After N. S. Khrushchev's statement, Raul Castro continued, we
do not think that the US has decided on direct military aggression. However, we are
confident that the US will never tolerate the existence of revolutionary Cuba and will
take every step to suppress our revolution. According to information we have, besides
an economic blockade, the US will undertake actions in the near future, especially in
September and October, pursuing the goal of launching a strike on the revolution
from within. Our government realizes that the presence of the American base of
Guantanamo is a factor of the constant threat to the independence of Cuba. We have
information, continued Raul Castro, that about 3,000 war criminals who fled Cuba
after the defeat of the dictator Batista have found shelter on the territory of this base.
The Americans are using these people to commit acts of sabotage against Cuba and
to organize small armed detachments of them. Raul Castro noted in this connection
that the Cuban government was somewhat concerned by the recent statement of
General [SIC] Burke in which he declared that Cuba is planning to expel the
Americans from the Guantanamo base in a short time. While doing this Burke
declared that the US would never tolerate this and in this event would destroy Cuba
with the aid of the Marines. We do not exclude, Raul Castro said further, that right
now the US is trying to prepare world public opinion for a justification of its
intervention against the revolutionary government of Cuba. Evidently they are
counting on organizing some provocation at this base and present it to world public
opinion as aggression of the revolutionary government against the US in order to
then make an armed intervention into our territory under this pretext. Therefore,
continued Raul Castro, in order to forestall such a course of events we will obviously
give a refutation only of these statements of Burke's, but we will clearly say that in no



way does the Cuban government intend to attack the American base in Guantanamo
and that if there are any provocations in the area of this base the US government
bears responsibility for them.

In the course of the subsequent conversation with Raul Castro | touched on the
question of a conference of OAS ministers of foreign affairs in Costa Rica. Raul Castro
said that, in his opinion, the US had suffered a diplomatic defeat at this conference.
The vigorous statement of Roa denouncing the aggressive actions of the US, and also
at the same time his statement about the readiness of the Cuban government to hold
talks with the US, upset the plans of the American imperialists and forced them to
maneuver in order to extricate themselves from a difficult situation at the OAS
conference. At the OAS conference the Americans did not manage and will not
manage to push through an anti-Cuban resolution. The draft submitted by the
Bolivian delegation, of course with the Americans' knowledge, only contained a
general call upon Cuba to confirm its devotion to the principles of "inter-American
solidarity". Raul Castro continued, the draft resolution introduced by Herter, which
had a character sharply hostile toward the USSR and Cuba, was not shared by a
majority of the Latin American countries and therefore it did not receive a majority.
Raul Castro continued, the energetic statement of our minister of foreign affairs at
the conference caused evident consternation at the conference. Endless secret
meetings of Latin American countries with both the US and Cuba are going on right
now. A decision has been made to continue the conference until 30 August. In any
event, we have formed the impression that efforts are being undertaken at the
conference to find some compromise solution in order to save the US face and get out
of an awkward situation. In general, concluded Raul Castro, | think that in the final
account they Latin American delegations will follow the US, but they [will] not decide
to vote for a sharply-expressed anti-Cuban resolution.

In the course of further conversation | informed Raul Castro about our agreement with
the Cuban government's offer to convene a meeting of the Security Council to affirm
the OAG conference's decisions at it in Costa Rica with regard to the Dominican
Republic. Raul Castro said that they are very grateful to us for granting this request of
theirs inasmuch as the Security Council's discussion of the question of sanctions
against the Dominican Republic has great importance for Cuba from the point of view
that it will help create an appropriate precedent. After this, continued Raul Castro, all
subsequent OAS decisions in which some sanctions or another are envisaged will
have to be submitted for approval by the Security Council, but you will always be able
to defend us there.

The rest of the conversation had a routine nature.

Raul Castro recalled his visit to the Soviet Union and his meetings with the leaders of
the Soviet government very warmly.
